!BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF RUSSELLVILLE THAT:

WHEREAS, the works and facilities supplying water and sewer service
in and to the City of Russellville, Kentucky, are owned and operated
by said City as a combined and consolidated municipal water works and
sewer system, and that in that connection said City has heretofore
authorized and presently has outstanding water and sewer revenue bonds,
which by their terms are payable from and secured by the income and
revenues derived from the operation of said combined and consolidated
system; and
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it is necessary to maintain said system for general
health and welfare of the residents and to construct extensions and

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1improvements to said combined and consolidated municipal water works
and sewer system; and r>

it is provided and required by the law pursuant to which
said revenue bonds are issued that the rates and charges for the services
and facilities of the combined and consolidated municipal water works
and sewer systems be prescribed and maintained so as to be sufficient
to provide for payment of interest upon all of said revenue bonds, create
a sinking fund to pay the principal thereof when due, and to provide
for the operation and maintainance of said system and an adequate
depreciation account; and
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Iit is deemed advisable and necessary at this time
to establish a revised schedule of rates and charges for the use of
and services rendered by said combined and consolidated municipal

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF RUSSELLVILLE THAT:

SECTION I. There is hereby established a revised schedule of rates

and charges for the use and services rendered by the combined and

consolidated municipal water works and sewer system of the City of

Russellville, Kentucky, which shall be as folllows:

(1) Installation of water meters:
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$150 for 5/8 inch meter
200 for 1 inch meter
300 for 1 1/2 inch meter
500 for 2 inch meter
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(2) Other water charges: There shall be a $10.00 reconnect fee during
hours that the City Hall is open and a $25.00 reconnect fee during
hours that the City Hall is not open to reconnect any water meter
that was disconnected for non-payment of charges.
(3) Connection or tap of sewer line:
$75.00 per connection.
(4) Monthly water rates:
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3.25 minimum
1.62 per 1,000 Gallons
1.48 per 1,000 Gallons
1.30 per 1,000 Gallons
1.12 per 1,000 Gallons
.85 per 1,000 Gallons

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(5) Monthly sewer rates: The rates and charges for sewer service shallbe based so far as possible upon the quantity of water supplied to the
respective premises as evidenced by water meter readings:
Minimum $2.12 First 2,000 gallons
All over 2,000 gallons 65% of water bill based upon the

above schedule of water rates.
SECTION II: The foregoing revised schedule of water and sewer rates

and charges shall be put into effect for collection on all water and
sewer bills becoming due on or after September 5, 1982.

SECTION III: All portions of any section of any ordinance or rule
or regulation in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of
that conflict only.
