WHEREAS, the City ofRussellville,Kentucky, has previously enacted Ordinance 95-3,
"An Ordinance of the City ofRussellville Concerning Use ofthe Municipal Sanitary Sewage
Collection and Wastewater Treatment Works, Setting Forth the Policy, Definitions, Rules and
Regulations Regardingthe Use of Said System, ControllingPrivate Wastewater Disposal,
Governing the Building of Sewers and Connections, Pollutant Discharge Limits, Pretreatment
ProgramAdministration, Establishing the Right of the City to Charge Fees for Administering the
City's Reasonably Necessary Functions Related to Sewer Use, and Delineating Powers and
Authority of Inspectors and Setting Forththe Methods and Procedures for Enforcement of the
Ordinance and Penalties For Violation of Same and RepealingPrior Ordinance and Penalties for
Violation of Same and RepealingPrior Ordinances", and

WHEREAS, the City has determined the need to amend said ordinance to make certain
technical collections,

NOW, THEREFORE, BEIT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF RUSSELLVILLEthat
said ordinace is hereby amended as follows:
