AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO.84-4, THE "ZONING ORDINANCE
OF TI1E CITY OFRUSSELLVILLE" BY REZONING CERTAIN PROPERTY FROM

R-3 TO R-l;WITH REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSES; AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Russellvilie, Kentucky, has previously enacted Ordinance 84-4,

the "Zoning Ordinance of the City ofRussellville, Kentucky", and said ordiuance included the

designation ofzoning classifications for all property within the City;

AND WHEREAS, the Joint Cities-County Planning Commission has conducted a public

hearing regarding the proposed changes in that ordinance relating to the zoning classification of

certain property and that Commission has recommended the adoption of these proposed changes

based upon the conclusion that this area is improperly zoned,

AND WHEREAS, the City has agreed with that recommendation and has determined

that said changes are needed in the best interest of the City;

NOW,THEREFORE, BE ITORDAINED BY THE CITY OFRUSSELLVILLE,

THAT:

L All the R-3 area beginning at the intersection of Cherry and Ninth Streets, thence

westerly to Sycamore Drive, thence northerly along the boundaiy of Brookhaven Subdivision

excluding the IndustrialZoned property, thence easterly along the Commercial and Industrial

boundary zones to Cherry Street; thence northerly to old Hopkiusville Street, thence easterly to

Stuarts Avenue, thence southerly along the Cornmericalboundaries to Ninth Street, thence

westerly back to Cherry Street, is hereby rezoned from R-3 to R-l.

2. Inthe event any provision of this Ordinance is invalid for any reason, such

invalidity shallnot affect the validity of any other provision.
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3. All portions of any section of any ordinance or rule or regulation in conflict

herewith are hereby repealed lo the extent of that conflict only.

4. This Ordinance shall be effective upon its passage and publication according to

law.
