ORDINANCE 2017-04

AN ORDINANCE ASSESSING AND LEVYING THE 2017 ANNUAL PROPERTY
TAX ON REAL PROPERTY AND TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY

WITHIN THE CITY OF RUSSELLVILLE, KENTUCKY

WHEREAS, the property assessment for property within the City of Russellville,
Kentucky, has been certified as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
RUSSELLVILLE THAT:

SECTION ONE: There is levied for the Year 2017, an Ad Valorem Tax of
Twenty-Five and Five Tenths Cents ($0,255) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) assessed
valuation of all taxable Real Property within the jurisdiction; and, an Ad Valorem Tax of
Thirty-Two and Nine Tenths Cents ($0,329) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) assessed
valuation on all taxable tangible Personal Property within the jurisdiction of the City of
Russellville.

There are hereby levied the following tax rates on the assessed value of all
public service corporations as certified by the Kentucky Department of
Revenue, as being located and/or doing business within the corporate
limits of the City of Russellville, Kentucky, as of January 1, 2017.
